Indiana Patient’s Compensation Fund

RULE 21:  This is a rule added a few years ago naming nurse practitioners as “certified ancillary providers”.  According to this rule, All physicians and nurse practitioners must have their OWN malpractice insurance UNLESS employed by a hospital or nursing home.  On 6/15/10 the Indiana Compensation Fund told a representative to CAPNI that if an NP is employed by a hospital, but is in primary care, that they do not need a separate policy, but can be covered under the umbrella policy of the hospital that owns the primary care practice.  This could change again as more hospitals buy up more practices.
